"I live in Beijing, the capital city of China. China has about
20% of the world's population but only 7% of the fresh
water on Earth. Water supply is a big issue for us,
especially in the long, dry season. Floods and pollution
are also a problem. Clean, fresh water is hard to find in
the environment here. We are now having to source
water from outside Beijing as we have used much of the
clean water sources available."
